Brainard Lake Road CLOSED Thursday
March 1 through Thursday June 28

The Brainard Lake Road is now closed for reconstruction until
the end of June. The road will be closed to all travelers (bikes,
pedestrians, vehicles) 24-hours a day, seven days a week in
order to safely excavate the area, haul material, and rebuild
the road. The road is to be fully reopened at the end of the
workday on Thursday, June 28.

Alternative places to cross-country ski or snowshoe include
Jenny Creek Trail and Guinn Mountain (dogs prohibited, park
outside the Eldora Mountain Resort official parking lot), as
well as the Rainbow Lakes Road and Sourdough Trail (dogs
allowed, park at the Sourdough Trailead).
